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GNWPCD Uses BioFuel to Generate Its Own Power
The Great Neck Water Pollution Control District Commissioners Jane Rebhuhn, Jerry Landsberg and Deena Lesser are proud to announce that Biofuel is now used to generate power for the District administration building. This is a part of the GNWPCD’s “Food-to-Fuel” program that began in 2006.  The District converts waste vegetable oil collected from local restaurants into fuel.

“We are very proud of the success and the expansion of our Fuel-to-Fuel program,” stated Commissioner Jane Rebhuhn.   “A main contributor to maintenance issues in wastewater treatment plants is fats, oils, and grease (FOG).  By collecting waste vegetable oil from local restaurants, we keep unwanted vegetable oil out of the treatment system and assist restaurants in their disposal of FOG, which can often be costly.”

GNWPCD collects 40 – 60 gallons of waste vegetable oil per week from local restaurants, which it converts into Biofuel. “We are able to run three trucks, a generator, boilers that heat two buildings, and we will now generate power for the entire administration building,” added Commissioner Jerry Landsberg. 

“This program is a cost saver to our taxpayers.  We are able to produce a gallon of Biofuel for approximately $1.25, which costs far less than diesel fuel,” explained Superintendent Christopher Murphy. 
“We are very proud to have a program in place which is beneficial to the environment and serves as an example of sustainability for our community and other municipalities,” stated Commissioner Deena Lesser.  
To date, Biofuel has not only been used  for District purposes, but also for the Town of North Hempstead in their Earth Day street sweepers and the generation of  electricity by the District for the Town’s Ecofest.  The Great Neck Parks Department has also partnered up with GNWPCD to obtain Biofuel for their truck fleet.
