District Announces Balanced Budget for 2010
Great Neck, NY - The Great Neck Water Pollution Control District (GNWPCD) announced last week that they adopted the 2010 budget. The total budget for the upcoming year is $4,257,418 million.
“The GNWPCD’s commitment to strong fiscal policies is reflected in this balanced budget,” said Chairperson Jane Rebhuhn. “We are dedicated to providing our residents with best services possible. With plans to upgrade to a new combined plant with the Village of Great Neck sewer treatment plant, we look forward to cutting costs and providing an environmentally-friendly facility.”
In the last five years the District has reduced its budget by 9% and successfully maintained these reductions through innovative operational and managerial efficiency. The District budgeted expenses for 2010 have increased 1.32% from the 2009 budgeted expenses. 

In an effort to reduce costs, the District has implemented plans reducing electrical and heating costs. These include automated lighting, electronic thermostats and the installation of foam board in windows at all District facilities. In addition, new upgrades to the District’s Bayview Avenue pump station has yielded further savings. 
“We continue to make responsible decisions and choices to maintain fiscal integrity for decades to come,” added Commissioner Deena Lesser. 

Commissioner Jerry Landsberg commented, “I would like to commend our staff for all the hard work they put in toward helping us reach our goal. We will continue to explore additional ways to better service, cut costs and use alternative energy sources at our plant.”

The District, which services parts of the Village of Great Neck Plaza, the Village of Thomaston, the Village of Great Neck, the Village of Kensington, the Village of Saddle Rock, and the unincorporated areas north of the rail road, has worked aggressively to pursue smart government initiatives in an effort to maintain a balanced budget. This year, plans for the new combined state-of-the-art plant include better services and savings of $2 million a year for residents.
